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Introduction and Summary 
This report provides an overview of the aerospace manufacturing sector in the Wichita area, including an 
analysis of the industry landscape, labor market, transportation infrastructure, balance of trade, and general 
trends in the United States. The study aims to identify weaknesses, opportunities, and competitiveness within 
the aerospace industry. 

The industry landscape analysis reveals the relative growth and size of the aerospace manufacturing market in 
comparison to other communities. While Wichita had negative employment growth, robust wage growth 
indicates increased competitiveness in attracting labor. Other cities like Houma, Des Moines, and Tucson 
showed robust employment and wage growth in the aerospace sector. 

All cities analyzed saw increases in wages from 2020-2021. Labor analysis indicates reductions in employment 
and establishments in Wichita, while Kansas City saw increases in both. However, Wichita has the largest value 
of employment in the aerospace sector among the analyzed cities. The concentration of Aerospace Engineers in 
the WAMPO region is vital to the aerospace industry. 

Productivity analysis suggests that semiconductors and other electronic components substantially grew, while 
aerospace products and parts experienced a net decline. Temporary negative forces affecting productivity 
include changes in occupational structure, loss of skilled, aging workforce, shrinking skilled labor pool, and the 
time required to train unskilled/moderate skilled labor. 

The skills, knowledge, and abilities required for the aerospace sector primarily focus on oral comprehension, oral 
expression, mathematics, mechanical knowledge, critical thinking, reading comprehension, and active listening. 

General trends in the U.S. aerospace sector suggest rising establishments and revenues, while wages are 
expected to remain stagnant. The industry faces high barriers to entry due to high capital requirements, 
government regulations, and proprietary technology. The threat of substitutes is low, and there is moderate 
bargaining power for both buyers and suppliers. Rivalry among existing firms is high. 

In summary, the aerospace manufacturing sector in Wichita is competitive, with a high level of rivalry among 
existing firms. The industry plays a vital role in the local economy, offering employment opportunities and 
contributing to innovation and technology. Understanding the industry landscape, labor market, transportation 
infrastructure, balance of trade, and general trends is crucial for identifying weaknesses and leveraging growth 
opportunities within the aerospace sector. 
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Industry Landscape 
The following NAICS codes, provided by the Greater Wichita Partnership, constitute the category of 
aerospace. These codes were used to extract specific industry data related to these subsections.  

 

In order to give perspective to the climate of this key sector, a list of other communities with strong 
aerospace manufacturing sectors has been identified using their location quotients. Additionally, other 
Midwestern cities have been included for consistent comparison to convey where Wichita has growth 
opportunities.  

 

 

In order to capture the broad industry landscape and recent competitiveness of the aerospace 
manufacturing sector within the Wichita area, this study developed a growth matrix. The matrix 
captures the relative growth and size of the market compared to the selected comparable 
communities. Any city within the top right quadrant should be considered in a growth mode. Those in

The comparison cities were selected based on the 
following criteria: employment concentration, size 
of the town, and preference for Midwest. 
Furthermore, all of the communities were vetted 
with the Greater Wichita Partnership as 
communities that the Wichita area competes within 
the respective sector. DRAFT
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the bottom left quadrant are in declining sectors. The other two quadrants, bottom right and top left, 
identify economic weaknesses that must be addressed.  

Of the cities being compared in the aerospace manufacturing sector, Houma, Des Moines, and Tucson 
had the most robust employment along with a high wage growth and employment growth relative to 
the other locations. Unfortunately, Wichita had negative employment growth. The good news, 
however, is that the robust wage growth signals that the industry is ramping up to be more 
competitive in attracting labor. Most of the other markets were also increasing wages at or near the 
same rate as Wichita, making the overall labor market tight.  

 

 
Labor  
Wichita saw reductions in both wages and establishments from 2020 to 2021. Due to the proximity to 
the WAMPO region, both the Kansas City and Tulsa areas are considered frequent competitors in the 
aerospace labor market. Both locations saw increases in wages and establishments in 2021. However, 
Wichita did have the largest value of employment in the aerospace sector of the cities analyzed.

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Productivity is an important component of the labor discussion. Using national figures, the following 
list of occupations has been detailed for the aerospace manufacturing sector, where productivity is 
compared against the base year 2012. Those sectors with increasing productivity, as represented by 
rates above 100, are growing and have the opportunity for increased wages and profitability.  

Of the four subsectors within aerospace, the only one with substantial growth was semiconductors and 
other electronic components, which has grown by more than 31 percent since 2012. Unfortunately, 
aerospace products and parts had a net decline despite the growth from 2013 through 2017. The 
decreasing productivity rates are likely due to structural and exogenous factors. The following are 
some of those temporary negative forces: 

• Changes in the structure of occupations 
• Loss of skilled aging workforce 
• Shrinking skilled -labor pool 
• Length of time to train unskilled/moderate skilled labor

Aerospace Productivity

A location quotient is a statistical measure used to compare the concentration or specialization of a 
particular industry or occupation in a specific geographic area relative to its concentration in a larger 
reference area, typically a region or a nation. It is calculated by dividing the proportion of employment in a 
specific industry or occupation in the target area by the proportion of employment in the same industry or 
occupation in the reference area, and then comparing the result to a value of one. A location quotient 
greater than 1 indicates a higher concentration of the industry or occupation in the target area compared to 
the reference area, suggesting specialization or a comparative advantage in that particular sector. 
Conversely, a location quotient of less than 1 indicates a lower concentration, less specialization in the 
industry or occupation in the target area. 
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Another component of the labor discussion is the skills, knowledge, and abilities required for the sector 
of the workforce. In the aerospace sector, the most important skills were oral comprehension and oral 
expression. The most important knowledge component was mathematics and mechanical, which 
strongly overlaps with the advanced manufacturing industry. Finally, the most essential abilities were 
critical thinking, reading comprehension, and active listening, which all also overlap with the advanced 
manufacturing sector.
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To summarize the labor conversation through the framework of this particular sector, it is essential to 
consider where the employers are located. Therefore, a list of all organizations within this sector with 
100 employees or more has been collected. With knowledge of these particular businesses' locations 
and workforce density,  WAMPO can leverage this list to analyze what thoroughfares can be 
strengthened to propagate the industry.

Key WAMPO players
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Main WAMPO Thoroughfares 
Using the list of major firms in the WAMPO region, the demand on the transportation system can be 
evaluated through three parameters; inbound goods, outbound goods, and labor movement. When 
evaluating the largest firm, Spirit Aerosystems, their transportation demand mostly relies on heavy 
highway traffic along with rail for both inbound and outbound goods. The main labor access points are 
either via the Kansas Turnpike, Oliver, or K-15.  

 

Cessna Aircraft has one location in East Wichita along with another in West Wichita. Both of these 
locations will utilize heavy highway and air for inbound and outbound goods. The labor access for the 
West location is from Hoover via Southwest Blvd. Meanwhile, the labor access for the East location is 
along Woodlawn Blvd or Pawnee St via the Kansas Turnpike.  
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Bombardier Learjet relies on heavy highway and air for both inbound and outbound goods,and has the 
unique transportation feature of a runway bridge over a road. This is an important component to 
consider when discussing the transportation system, as Wichita is one of the few regions in the country 
where these bridges are such an integral part of the infrastructure. The main access for the labor is 
either along Eisnhower AP Pkwy or Tyler Rd.   
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Balance of Trade 
Reviewing the data for aerospace from 2010 to 2022, it can be seen that there was a decline of 41% in 
2020, followed by an increase of 2% in 2021 and a further increase of 12% in 2022.  

Aerospace has performed more strongly than total Kansas exports over the period of 2010 to 2022, 
with an overall increase of 12%. In contrast, total US exports had a decline of 16% in 2020, although it 
did experience a rise of 16% in 2021 and a further increase of 12% in 2022. Despite these increases, 
total exports have only seen a slight overall increase of 1% from 2010 to 2022, while aerospace has 
seen a much more significant increase of 55%. 

Overall, it can be seen that while Kansas Aerospace exports have generally performed better than 
overall Kansas Exports, its performance has been more similar to Total US Exports. Nevertheless, the 
recent recovery in Kansas aerospace exports suggests a positive outlook for the industry, which may 
bode well for the economy of the Wichita area.

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General US Trends 
To assess the potential growth of the areospace manufacturing sector, this study examined five 
economic forces at the national level. Those broad economic conditions were then applied to the 
regional market, firms, and trends to provide the context of its economic competitiveness.  

The competitive landscape in the US aerospace sector remains high, as no single firm controls a 
majority of the industry. Conversely, the company with the most significant proportion of the sector is 
Raytheon Technologies Corporation, at 11.4%. Only two other organizations control about a 5% 
proportion of the industry.  

 

 

When reviewing trends for the sector as a whole, both establishments and revenues are projected to 
rise. Wages, on the other hand, are expected to remain stagnant.  
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Threat of new entrants 

• High capital requirements: The aerospace industry is capital-intensive, requiring large investments in 
research and development, manufacturing, and marketing. For example, the cost of developing a new 
commercial aircraft can range from $10 billion to $20 billion. 

• Government regulations: The aerospace industry is heavily regulated, making it difficult for new 
companies to comply with all the requirements. For example, the Federal Aviation Administration 
(FAA) regulates aircraft design, manufacture, and operation. 

• Proprietary technology: The aerospace industry is characterized by proprietary technology, which gives 
existing companies a competitive advantage. For example, Boeing has proprietary technology in 
designing and manufacturing aircraft wings. 
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Threat of substitutes 

• Low threat of substitutes: The aerospace industry is characterized by a low threat of substitutes, as 
there are no close substitutes for aircraft. For example, no other mode of transportation can provide 
the same level of speed, efficiency, and safety as an aircraft. 

Bargaining power of buyers 

• Moderate bargaining power of buyers: The bargaining power of buyers in the aerospace industry is 
moderate, as there are a limited number of major buyers, such as airlines and defense contractors. For 
example, Boeing is a major supplier of aircraft to airlines, and airlines have some bargaining power in 
negotiating prices with Boeing. 

Bargaining power of suppliers 

• Moderate bargaining power of suppliers: The bargaining power of suppliers in the aerospace industry 
is moderate, as there are a limited number of major suppliers, such as aerospace manufacturers and 
component suppliers. For example, Spirit AeroSystems is a major supplier of aircraft parts to Boeing, 
and Spirit AeroSystems has some bargaining power in negotiating prices with Boeing. 

Rivalry among existing firms 

• High rivalry among existing firms: The rivalry among existing firms in the aerospace industry is high, as 
a limited number of major companies compete for a share of the market. For example, Boeing and 
Airbus are the two major manufacturers of commercial aircraft, and they are constantly competing for 
market share. 

• The aerospace industry in Wichita, Kansas, is competitive, with a high level of rivalry among existing 
firms. The industry is also characterized by high barriers to entry, which make it difficult for new 
companies to enter the market. The threat of substitutes is low, as there are no close substitutes for 
aircraft. As a result, the bargaining power of buyers and suppliers is moderate. 

The aerospace industry is a vital part of the Wichita economy and a significant employer in the area. 
The industry is also a source of innovation and technology and plays an essential role in the national 
and global economy.

Introduction and Summary  
The aim of this report is to analyze the progress of economic development in the WAMPO region 
selected target sectors. The Greater Wichita Partnership has identified key development sectors as 
part of its economic development initiatives: advanced manufacturing, aerospace, agriculture, energy, 
healthcare, IT systems & support, and transportation. Each sector will be outlined in this report with an 
investigation into its industry landscape, labor, the balance of trade, and general trends.  

Advanced manufacturing within the Wichita MSA has been in a growth cycle, increasing its relative 
competitiveness. The three companies that dominate the advanced manufacturing sector are 
Coleman, Hustler Turf, and Case New Holland. The five largest subsectors are plastics, architectural 
metals, machine shops, coating, and agriculture machinery. Employment grew in four of the five, and 
productivity increased in three over six years.   

The sector has a significant competitive labor advantage over its competitors, as the region has a high 
labor concentration in purchase agents, assemblers, machinists, and inspectors. The skills, knowledge, 
and abilities within this segment tend to require more education and experience than the broader 
manufacturing industry, as this study outlines. Therefore, the region's higher relative number of skilled 
laborers creates a competitive advantage over other markets.     

The broader market conditions for advanced manufacturing play to Wichita's strategic advantage, as 
this segment has high barriers to entry, low substitutions, and lots of competition. Since the region 
already has strong firms with proprietary technology, those companies are expected to remain 
competitive. In addition, providing a healthy competitive business environment through access to 
qualified-skilled labor, a relatively competitive tax environment, and adequate heavy highway 
infrastructure increases the profitability of this sector.

Advanced Manufacturing and Materials
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In order to capture the broad industry landscape and recent competitiveness of the advanced 
manufacturing sector within the Wichita area, this study developed a growth matrix. The matrix 
captures the relative growth and size of the market compared to the selected comparable 
communities. Any city within the top right quadrant should be considered in a growth mode. Those in 
the bottom left quadrant are in declining sectors. The other two quadrants, bottom right and top left, 
identify economic weaknesses that must be addressed.  

Of the cities being compared in the advanced manufacturing sector, Elkhart-Goshen, IN, had the most 
robust employment along with a high wage growth and employment growth relative to the other 
locations. Other Midwest locations, such as Waterloo-Cedar Falls, Oklahoma City, and Tulsa, have seen 
wage declines for the advanced manufacturing sector from 2020 to 2021. Meanwhile, the Wichita MSA 
saw increases in both wages and establishments over this time period. Overall, Wichita's advanced 
manufacturing sector was highly competitive.

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Labor  
In the realm of advanced manufacturing employment, Wichita, Kansas, has displayed consistent 
growth over the years. Starting with 9,028 employees in 2015, Wichita's advanced manufacturing 
sector witnessed a steady rise to 9,347 employees in 2021, representing a 1% annualized growth over 
the six years. Notably, between 2020 and 2021, the city experienced a 4% increase in employment, 
showcasing its resilience and ability to adapt even in challenging times. These figures highlight 
Wichita's status as a strong player in the advanced manufacturing industry, contributing to its 
economic vitality and establishing it as a hub for innovation and skilled manufacturing talent. Wichita's 
biggest competitors, based on growth, are Jonesboro, Rome, and Elkhart.  

 

When examining the larger sectors within advanced manufacturing employment, several noteworthy 
trends emerge. In the field of plastics product manufacturing, there has been consistent growth from 
1,137 employees in 2015 to 1,384 employees in 2021, representing a 3% annualized growth over the 
six years. Similarly, machine shops, turned products, and screw manufacturing experienced substantial 
growth, increasing from 1,085 employees in 2015 to 1,389 employees in 2021, with an annualized 
growth rate of 4%. However, it is essential to note that some sectors faced challenges during this 
period. For example, coating, engraving, heat treating, and allied services witnessed a decline, 
dropping from 1,125 employees in 2015 to 820 employees in 2021, reflecting a significant decrease of 
18% in annualized growth. Overall, these figures highlight the dynamic nature of advanced 
manufacturing employment and the varying trajectories of different sectors within the industry.

Wages and location quotients were gathered for each occupation for the Wichita MSA. While each 
occupation had an above-average location quotient compared to the rest of the United States, the 
category of aircraft structures, surfaces, rigging, and systems assemblers had the highest location 
quotient of 82.69, indicating that Wichita was over eighty-two times more concentrated than the 
nation, giving the region a distinct labor advantage.

2021 Labor Costs - Advanced Manufacturing

A location quotient is a statistical measure used to compare the concentration or specialization of a 
particular industry or occupation in a specific geographic area relative to its concentration in a larger 
reference area, typically a region or a nation. It is calculated by dividing the proportion of employment in a 
specific industry or occupation in the target area by the proportion of employment in the same industry or 
occupation in the reference area, and then comparing the result to a value of one. A location quotient 
greater than 1 indicates a higher concentration of the industry or occupation in the target area compared to 
the reference area, suggesting specialization or a comparative advantage in that particular sector. 
Conversely, a location quotient of less than 1 indicates a lower concentration, less specialization in the 
industry or occupation in the target area. 
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Productivity is an important component of the labor discussion. Using national figures, the following 
list of occupations has been detailed for the advanced manufacturing sector, where productivity is 
compared against the base year 2012. Those sectors with increasing productivity, as represented by 
rates above 100, are growing and have the opportunity for increased wages and profitability.  

The consistently most productive segment was in metalworking machinery, while the steepest decline 
in productivity was seen in HVAC and commercial refrigeration equipment. Of the five most significant 
employment sectors within Wichita, three were growing, and two declined.

Productivity
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Another component of the labor discussion is the skills, knowledge, and abilities required for the sector 
of the workforce. In the advanced manufacturing sector, the most important skills were oral 
comprehension and near vision. The most critical knowledge component was mechanical, production 
and processing, and mathematics. The top abilities were active listening, critical thinking, and reading 
comprehension.

Using the list of major firms in the WAMPO region, the demand on the transportation system can be 
evaluated through three parameters; inbound goods, outbound goods, and the labor movement. 
When assessing the largest firm, Coleman, both the inbound and outbound goods will have a demand 
for heavy highway traffic. The main labor access corridor is on 37th St via I-135.  

 

It is also to consider the commutes for laborers leaving the WAMPO region and returning after the 
completion of the workday. Hustler Turf Equipment in Newton is outside of the boundaries of the 
WAMPO region, but it is essential to consider the labor force commuting along I-135.  

CNH (Case New Holland) Wichita is an agricultural equipment manufacturer with a large demand for 
heavy highway traffic. The main access corridor for labor commuting to this firm is Hoover Rd via K-42.  DRAFT
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Balance of Trade 
Overall, the total value of advanced manufacturing imports increased from $2.9 billion in 2018 to $3.7 
billion in 2020, then grew to $4.1 billion in 2022. The largest subsector by value is ag & construction & 
machinery, which has almost doubled in size since 2019.   

It is also interesting to note that the total value of Kansas exports increased from 2018 to 2020 and 
then decreased in 2021. Conversely, the total value of US exports increased steadily from 2018 to 
2022. However, these figures are not directly related to the aerospace imports data and are included 
as additional context.

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General US Trends 
To assess the potential growth of the advanced manufacturing sector, this study examined five 
economic forces at the national level. Those broad economic conditions were then applied to the 
regional market, firms, and trends to provide the context of its economic competitiveness.  

Overall, the US landscape in the manufacturing sector remains competitive, with no one company 
maintaining a majority share of the industry. In fact, only 3 of the top companies in the sector account 
for greater than 1%.

Cargill and Smithfield 
Foods are mentioned as firms with heavy highway traffic demands and labor access needs. 

Lastly, the study assesses the threats and bargaining powers within the agricultural industry. It 
identifies low barriers to entry, a moderate threat of substitutes, high bargaining power of buyers, and 
moderate bargaining power of suppliers. Rivalry among existing firms is moderate, with numerous 
companies competing for market share.

A location quotient is a statistical measure used to compare the concentration or specialization of a 
particular industry or occupation in a specific geographic area relative to its concentration in a larger 
reference area, typically a region or a nation. It is calculated by dividing the proportion of employment in a 
specific industry or occupation in the target area by the proportion of employment in the same industry or 
occupation in the reference area, and then comparing the result to a value of one. A location quotient 
greater than 1 indicates a higher concentration of the industry or occupation in the target area compared to 
the reference area, suggesting specialization or a comparative advantage in that particular sector.

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Balance of Trade 
The total agriculture imports for Kansas were $356,075,429 in 2018, which increased to $546,508,677 
in 2022, a significant growth of over $190 million in four years. This growth suggests an increasing 
demand for agricultural products in the state. 

The chart also shows the import values for five specific agricultural subsectors, namely Grain & Oilseed 
Milling Products, Dairy Products, Meat Products & Meat Packaging Products, Foods Nesoi, and Lime & 
Gypsum Products. The Grain & Oilseed Milling Products subsector contributed the most to the total 
agricultural imports in all five years, with import values ranging from $218,892,679 in 2020 to 
$363,768,795 in 2022. The second largest subsector was Meat Products & Meat Packaging Products, 
which saw an increase in import values from $68,400,958 in 2018 to $111,540,546 in 2022, indicating 
increased demand for meat products.

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General US Trends 
To assess the potential growth of the agriculture sector, this study examined five economic forces at 
the national level.

The broader economic 
context shows stable wages, marginal revenue growth, and an increased number of establishments in the 
energy sector over the past decade. 

Examining the industry through the lens of economic forces, the report identifies high capital requirements, 
government regulations, and proprietary technology as barriers to entry for new companies. The threat of 
substitutes is low, and the bargaining power of buyers and suppliers is moderate. Rivalry among existing firms is 
high, accompanied by high barriers to entry.

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Pittsburgh has the strongest position on the chart, as they had growth in both wages and employment 
along with a robust size of workers.

Labor 
In the realm of energy employment, Wichita, KS MSA, experienced a decline in job numbers from 2015 
to 2021. Over the period from 2015 to 2021, Wichita experienced an overall decrease of 5% in energy 
employment. Additionally, there was a continued decline of 6% in 2021 compared to the previous year. 
These figures highlight the challenges faced by the energy industry in Wichita and the need for efforts 
to promote growth and stability in the sector.

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When examining the largest three sectors within energy employment, there were significant trends 
and changes between 2015 and 2021. In the oil and gas extraction sector, employment numbers 
experienced a decline from 477 jobs in 2015 to 290 jobs in 2021, resulting in an overall decrease of 6% 
during the period. Similarly, the support activities for the mining sector witnessed a significant 
decrease, starting at 722 jobs in 2015 and dropping to 248 jobs in 2021, with an overall decline of 9%. 
In contrast, the petroleum lubricating oil and grease sector remained relatively stable with 526 jobs in 
2015 and maintaining the same number of jobs in 2021. Other sectors, such as other chemical 
products and preparation and geophysical surveying and mapping services, experienced slight declines 
in employment. At the same time, pipeline transportation of natural gas saw a modest 2% increase in 
jobs from 2015 to 2021. These figures reflect the dynamic nature of the energy industry, with shifts in 
employment across various sectors emphasizing the need for adaptability and strategic planning.

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Productivity is an important component of the labor discussion. Using national figures, the following 
list of occupations has been detailed for the energy sector, where productivity is compared against the 
base year 2012. Those sectors with increasing productivity, as represented by rates above 100, are 
growing and have the opportunity for increased wages and profitability.  

Of the seven subsectors within the energy, six have increasing productivity rates. The most significant 
growth was within oil and gas extraction. An underlying factor for the energy sector's growth across 
most of the subsectors was a mature sector, an aging workforce, and a technology shift called fracking. 
All three forces forced the industry to invest in equipment and technology, dramatically increasing the 
value-added per worker.    

 

 

Another component of the labor discussion is the skills, knowledge, and abilities required for the sector 
of the workforce. The most important skills in the agricultural sector were oral comprehension and 
expression.

Energy Productivity

A location quotient is a statistical measure used to compare the concentration or specialization of a 
particular industry or occupation in a specific geographic area relative to its concentration in a larger 
reference area, typically a region or a nation. It is calculated by dividing the proportion of employment in a 
specific industry or occupation in the target area by the proportion of employment in the same industry or 
occupation in the reference area, and then comparing the result to a value of one. A location quotient 
greater than 1 indicates a higher concentration of the industry or occupation in the target area compared to 
the reference area, suggesting specialization or a comparative advantage in that particular sector. 
Conversely, a location quotient of less than 1 indicates a lower concentration, less specialization in the 
industry or occupation in the target area.

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General US Trends 
To assess the potential growth of the energy sector, this study examined five economic forces at the 
national level. Those broad economic conditions were then applied to the regional market, firms, and 
trends to provide the context of its economic competitiveness.  

Evaluating overall industry performance, the energy sector has had stable wages, yet marginally 
increasing wages. Meanwhile, the same can be said for the total revenue, with a small dip in 2020 
likely due in part to the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. However, the number of total 
establishments has increased over the past decade, which is expected to continue.

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To coincide with the sectors outlined by the Greater Wichita Partnership, oil and gas processing and 
chemical manufacturing are the two constituents of the energy sector with the greatest prominence 
for discussion.

However, the market remains highly competitive, with only one company holding over 1% of the 
market share. Applying Michael Porter's five forces framework to the healthcare industry in the 
WAMPO region, it is evident that there are high capital requirements, government regulations, and 
proprietary technology, which pose barriers to new entrants. The threat of substitutes is low, and the 
bargaining power of buyers and suppliers is moderate. Rivalry among existing firms is high, driving 
competition, innovation, and efficiency in the industry.

The numbers dipped to 30,386 jobs in 2016 but then increased to 
30,555 jobs in 2017. From 2018 to 2019, there was a gradual rise, reaching 31,108 jobs in the latter 
year. However, the figures dropped slightly in 2020 to 30,749 jobs before showing a minor increase to 
30,861 jobs in 2021. Overall, healthcare employment in Wichita experienced minimal changes during 
the period, with an annualized growth rate of 0%. Similarly, there was no significant growth or decline 
observed in 2021 compared to the previous year. These figures indicate a relatively stable healthcare 
job market in Wichita, suggesting a consistent demand for healthcare services in the region. 
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The healthcare sector encompasses various employment areas, with several notable sectors 
experiencing different levels of growth from 2015 to 2021. Among the largest employment sectors, 
there were mixed trends. Offices of physicians, which had 5,733 jobs in 2015, experienced a slight 
decline with an annualized growth rate of -2%. Similarly, offices of dentists saw a minimal increase, 
with a 1% annualized growth rate. However, offices of other health practitioners exhibited a steady 
growth rate of 5% annually, reaching 2,106 jobs in 2021. Outpatient care centers also experienced a 
positive growth rate of 2%, with 1,607 jobs in 2021. On the other hand, other ambulatory healthcare 
services saw a significant decline, with an annualized growth rate of -8% and a notable decrease of 38% 
in 2021 compared to the previous year. General medical and surgical hospitals remained relatively 
stable with a 0% annualized growth rate, while nursing care facilities showed a modest growth rate of 
1%.

To summarize the labor conversation through the framework of this particular sector, it is important to 
consider where labor is commuting throughout the day. Therefore, a list of all organizations within this 
sector with 100 employees or more has been collected. With knowledge of these particular businesses' 
locations and workforce density,  WAMPO can leverage this list to analyze what thoroughfares can be 
strengthened to propagate the industry.  

Main WAMPO Thoroughfares 
The two main Level 1 trauma center hospital campuses in the WAMPO region are Ascension Via Christi 
St. Francis and Wesley Medical Center. These hospitals are both located in Downtown Wichita. Wesley 
Medical Center has 760 beds and is located at Central & Hillside with main highway access stemming 
from I-35. Meanwhile, St. Francis has 421 beds and is located on Murdock & St. Francis, with its main 
highway access also coming from the I-35 corridor.

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General US Trends 
To assess the potential growth of the healthcare sector, this study examined five economic forces at 
the national level. Those broad economic conditions were then applied to the regional market, firms, 
and trends to provide the context of its economic competitiveness.  

The healthcare industry has seen growth over the past decade in terms of total establishments, total 
revenues, and wages. However, the landscape remains highly competitive, as only one company 
produces over 1% of the market share.

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Using the framework of Michael Porter's five forces, we can further detail the overall status quo of the 
Energy industry in the WAMPO region; 

Threat of new entrants 

• High capital requirements: The healthcare industry is capital-intensive, requiring large investments in 
research and development, manufacturing, and marketing. For example, the cost of developing a new 
drug can range from $1 billion to $10 billion.

The IT systems & support landscape remains highly competitive at the national level, with consistent 
increases in wages, establishments, and revenues. The industry has moderate barriers to entry, a low 
threat of substitutes, and moderate bargaining power of buyers and suppliers. Rivalry among existing 
firms is high due to the industry's rapid growth and high demand for IT systems and support services. 

Overall, the IT systems & support industry is a vital part of the Wichita economy, contributing to 
employment and innovation. However, there are challenges, such as declining employment in recent 
years. Stakeholders and industry professionals should monitor and address these factors to ensure 
sustained growth and development in the sector.

The following NAICS codes, provided by the Greater Wichita Partnership, constitute the IT systems & 
support category, which includes a sector form information, two from administrative services, and the 
remaining from professional services. This agglomeration of sectors represents the region's data 
processing, cybersecurity, medical processing, and software/web development.   

 

 

 

In order to capture the broad industry landscape and recent competitiveness of the aerospace 
manufacturing sector within the Wichita area, this study developed a growth matrix.

Those in 
the bottom left quadrant are in declining sectors. The other two quadrants, bottom right and top left, 
identify economic weaknesses that must be addressed.  

In the IT systems and support industry, Wichita has seen a recent increase in the number of 
establishments dedicated to the sector and additionally saw employment growth.

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In order to capture the broad industry landscape and recent competitiveness of the aerospace 
manufacturing sector within the Wichita area, this study developed a growth matrix. The matrix 
captures the relative growth and size of the market compared to the selected comparable 
communities. Any city within the top right quadrant should be considered in a growth mode. Those in 
the bottom left quadrant are in declining sectors. The other two quadrants, bottom right and top left, 
identify economic weaknesses that must be addressed.  

Although Wichita had the eighth largest market in terms of total employment, it was among a select 
few with overall strong growth in employment and wages over the past year. In 2021, the Wichita area 
had 7,630 jobs, an overall employment growth rate of 10%, and wage growth of over 5%. Three 
markets had similar or more robust growth: Flint, Oklahoma, and Spartanburg.  

 

 

Labor  
The selected region's annualized employment growth rate from 2015 to 2021 was 3.8%, whereas 
Wichita grew by 1.2%. Only two communities grew slower than Wichita: Youngstown and Grand Island. 
Regarding recent growth, however, Wichita far exceeded the comparison metro areas apart from two 
locations: Flint and Spartanburg grew faster.     
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When breaking down the Transportation sector into its components, the motor vehicle and motor 
vehicle parts sector exhibited a consistent increase in employment, with a 5% growth from 2020 to 
2021 and a 1% annualized growth from 2015 to 2021.

Transportation Establishments
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Of the key occupations in the transportation industry, Wichita had a lower-than-average location quotient in 
both the categories of Airline Pilots, Copilots, and Flight Engineers, as well as Heavy and Tractor-Trailer Truck 
Drivers. While the weak location quotient for pilots is likely due in part to Dwight D. Eisenhower Aiport not being 
a central airline hub, the low location quotient for Heavy and Tractor-Trailer Truck Drivers is something to take 
into account when discussing the overall supply chain between all the sectors.

Given the tight labor market, any 

increase in labor availability will increase regional competitiveness.   

 

Demographics 

Population 

 

The five most populated towns and cities in the WAMPO region in 2021 were, in order, Wichita, Derby, Andover, 

Haysville, and Valley Center, with a combined population of 448,633, representing 15.5% of the state's 

population of the same year. At the state level, there is a near-even ratio of males to females in 2021, a figure 

which has decreased in disparity by 0.4 percentage points over the past five years. Broadly, the WAMPO region 

followed the same trend, though outliers exist, detailed in the charts below.

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Population growth is a vital transportation factor to consider, as it could lead to traffic congestion, demand for 

public transportation, increased infrastructure, and changes in commuting patterns. Populations grew in most 

communities, excluding Bentley, Eastborough, and Haysville. As a share of its local population, Viola experienced 

the fastest growth over the past five years, though it is the smallest of WAMPO communities and thus more prone 

to volatility in growth figures. Of the larger communities in the region, Valley Center and Maize experienced the 

fastest growth rates, exceeding 20% over the period. Across most of the area, however, populations grew faster 

than the state and national average.  
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The disparity in the population sex ratios (the absolute value difference in ratios) between males and females 

tended to be greater in magnitude and show greater volatility among smaller communities in the WAMPO region, 

though the driving factors behind these trends varied. Viola experienced the highest disparity and possessed the 

largest share of females in 2021. In Bentley, strong growth in the percentage of females resulted in a significant 

reduction. However, the opposite effect was seen in Mount Hope, where a significant drop in the share of females 

reduced the difference. 

 

Age 

 

The population's age distribution can significantly impact transportation needs, as the different cohorts have 

varying transportation requirements. For example, older adults may require more accessibility paratransit and on-

demand ride services, while young adults are more likely to use public transportation, bikes, and walking paths. 

The WAMPO region possesses a diverse range of communities regarding their age characteristics and trends. The 

working age cohort, or those 18-64 years old, was lower than the state average in 19 of the region's 22 cities, 

though slightly higher in Wichita, representing the population majority. This age group's share of the population 

was lowest in Valley Center and Eastborough, which had representative shares of 13.3% and 10.1% lower than 

the 2021 state averages, respectively. The largest working age cohort in 2021 was Park City, at 4.1% higher than 

the state average.

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Population age cohort trends further varied between youths and elders. The share of the population under age 18 

grew most rapidly in Garden Plain and Valley Center, while the elder population share grew significantly in Viola 

and Eastborough. Most communities in the WAMPO region possessed a greater total non-working-age cohort 

compared to state and national levels – a potential risk within the labor market as the robustness of the workforce 

is a significant driver of economic activity. Interconnectivity of the labor markets of the WAMPO region somewhat 

mitigates this risk, allowing some communities to specialize as, for example, retirement communities with services 

more targeted to specific age groups. 

Race and Ethnicity 

 

Race and ethnicity are important to consider within transportation, as equity, access, safety, and cultural 

preferences are a few items to consider. Overall, Kansas had lower racial diversity than national averages from 

2017 to 2021, and most communities in the WAMPO region are less racially diverse than the state. The exceptions 

to this trend are Bel Aire, Park City, and Wichita, which each possessed lower shares of persons in the population 

who identify as white alone. Ethnic diversity is similarly trended, with typically a lower percentage of persons (of 

any race) identifying as of Hispanic or Latino origin than state and national values. Wichita, the largest city in the 

region, had the highest share of minorities across most groups. A notable trend,  likely seen as a result of sample

Personal Income 

 

Lower-income households tend to have higher needs for public transportation, longer commuting patterns, more 

vulnerability to affordability, and increased safety concerns. Understanding the distribution of householders by 

income provides a starting point for understanding the likely demand. Personal income in the region saw growth 

from 2017 to 2021, though at varying rates across different communities. The largest shares of the population with 

annual incomes of at least $75,000 were seen in Derby and Andover. Bel Aire, which has a more significant 

percentage of income earners making at least $75,000 annually, saw a decrease, a departure from the broader 

trend.   

 

Median personal incomes were lowest in the Mount Hope and Sedgwick region in 2017 and Bentley, Cheney, and 

Wichita in 2021. The highest median personal income in 2021 in the WAMPO region was in Andover, at $51,577, 

51% higher than the statewide average.

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People's daily transportation habits and preferences can influence the design and availability of transportation 

services. Commuting to work impacts the transportation system by mode, time of day, routes, and future 

infrastructure development. Across every community in the WAMPO region, nearly the entire workforce resided in 

Kansas, and the vast majority resided in Sedgwick County. Shares of the workforce living in the same city or town 

as their job were dramatically lower across all communities except Wichita. As Wichita is the region's economic 

and labor hub, it still sources much of its labor locally. Only two of the WAMPO region's communities other than 

Wichita source more than a quarter of their workforces locally: Cheney, Mulvane, and six other communities 

sourced less than 15% of workers locally, the lowest being Viola at only 1.0% in 2021. The high 

interconnectedness of the WAMPO region means commutes across the city or county lines are common for large 

segments of the workforce. This necessitates robust transportation infrastructure to drive the local economies 

dependent on the larger regional economy.

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The means of use to travel to work in Kansas favor personal vehicles more heavily than national rates. The 

WAMPO region overall possessed an even greater share of workers who drove alone or carpooled. There is a 

highly-variable and typically lower utilization of bicycles or walking to work, driven by differences in the 

walkability and commute differences seen from one town to another, though the total utilization of public 

transportation services across the region exceeds state averages. The primary difference is due to the higher-than-

average use of public transport in Wichita, Bentley, Mount Hope, and Park City; all communities in the region fall 

far below the public transport utilization rate nationally. The rate at which laborers perform their jobs from home 

has increased significantly in the past five years, much of the growth occurring post-2020 in the wake of the 

Coronavirus pandemic. Despite this significant growth in remote work utilization, only three communities have a 

larger share of workers who worked from home than the state average, and only two were higher than the 

national average in 2021.   

 

 

The share of workers who work from home varies significantly from males to females. In the WAMPO region, only 

Kechi and Viola saw females working from home at a higher rate compared to the total population over their male 

counterparts. This suggests that men in the WAMPO region have a greater proclivity toward working from home 

than women, though this also depends on the types of present industries, as ones more receptive to having workers 

perform their duties remotely may have a more male-dominated labor force.  
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Time of Day 

 

Patterns with which transportation infrastructure is utilized depend on the times at which the labor force travels to 

work. In the WAMPO region, workers across different communities travel to work at different parts of the day. 

From midnight to 6 a.m., there is a high share of labor commutes in Cheney, Goddard, Haysville, and Mulvane. 

Late morning commutes from 9:00 to noon are most prevalent in Bentley, Eastborough, Kechi, Maize, and Wichita,

Due to its geographic characteristics, the Midwest is often attributed with a tendency toward long-distance, long-

duration commutes. Despite this perception, Kansas and the WAMPO region trends are the opposite, with most 

commutes being more heavily concentrated in shorter trips than the national average. In addition, compared to the 

state average, the WAMPO region possesses more intermediate-duration trips, approximately half an hour.  

 

The average commutes in the WAMPO region almost universally fall below the national average in both 2017 and 

2021. However, most communities in the region have a higher mean commute and have grown faster.

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Demographics and trends 
Demographics and trends within a local community provide a window into the characteristics of the population and 
its subsequent housing needs. In 2017, the population of the WAMPO region was 478,107, according to data 
from the Census American Community Survey. In 2021, the population rose to 493,889, an increase of 3.3%. This 
was outpaced by the growth of Kansas, which was 11% over the same time period. As of 2021, Wichita 
accounted for 73% of the population of the WAMPO area, a decrease of 2 percentage points from 2017.  

Just over half of the population (51%) was in the age cohort from 25-65 years old, which is considered the prime 
working age. Those over 65 accounted for 15% of the population. Adding the prime age and senior population 
cohorts together accounts for the core population target market for the WAMPO region. The percentage of 
children varies across the region, from 9% in Viola to 38% in Garden Plain. Adults comprise most of the population 
in all communities, ranging from 47% in Valley Center to 65% in Park City. Seniors make up a smaller proportion 
of the population, with percentages ranging from 8% in Andale to 40% in Viola. Overall, the data shows that the 
age distribution varies across different communities in Kansas, with some communities having a higher proportion of 
children or seniors compared to others.  

Overall, most of the communities experienced an increase in median personal income from 2017 to 2021, with a 
few exceptions. The median income for the United States and Kansas also increased during this time period. 
Looking at the individual communities, Maize had the most significant increase in median income, with a 40.1% 
increase from $28,822 in 2017 to $40,383 in 2021, which is from a shift in the composition of households. Mount 
Hope also experienced a significant increase in median income, with a 43.7% increase from $25,450 in 2017 to 
$36,719. On the other hand, Bel Aire and Bentley had decreases of close to 3%. Viola is missing data for 2021, 
so it is unclear whether median income increased or decreased. 

In terms of the percentage change, Sedgwick had the largest increase in median income, with a 47.1% increase 
from $25,806 in 2017 to $37,962 in 2021, followed by Mount Hope and Maize. It is worth noting that some 
communities had a relatively small change in median income, such as Mulvane and Kechi, which saw increases of 
2.29% and 6.46%, respectively. Comparing the median income of Kansas with the United States, we can see that 
the median income in Kansas is slightly lower than the national median income in both 2017 and 2021. However, 
both Kansas and the United States experienced a similar percentage increase in median income from 2017 to 
2021 (17.3% and 19.6%, respectively).  DRAFT

Poverty is another important consideration when researching housing trends, as it directly affects the ability of 
households to afford adequate housing. High poverty rates often mean that residents have lower incomes and are 
not able to afford adequate housing. From 2017 to 2021, the percentage of individuals in the WAMPO region 
below the poverty level decreased by 2% from 15% to 13%. The communities with the highest poverty rates in 
2021 were Cheney and Garden Plain, both with rates of 16%. Meanwhile, the city of Wichita had a 2021 
poverty rate of 15%, with a nominal value of 58,271 individuals below the poverty level.

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Rental affordability  
Gross rent as a percentage of household income is essential to housing affordability. Many communities saw 
increases in the share of households spending more than 30% of their income on rent. This is an important indicator, 
as households spending more than 30% of income is considered “cost burdened” and shows signs of affordability 
risk. Viola saw an 84% increase in the number of households spending 35% or more on income, which is likely 
skewed due to a low population and sample size. Meanwhile, larger communities such as Mulvane and Garden 
Plain currently have around half of their populations spending more than 35% of their income on gross rent.

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Median rents increased in most communities in the WAMPO region from 2017 to 2021. The only two communities 
to see declines in median rent over this time period were Colwich and Haysville, whose rents decreased by 4%. 
Mulvane and Kechi both had the highest increases of 37%. The national median rent increase was 18%, with the 
value in 2021 rising to $1,163. The median rent in Kansas in 2021 was $912.  

 

 

 

Relative to the statewide Median Rent % Change, several communities saw inflation at a rate higher than the state 
average. Kechi had the highest increase in rent at 24%, while Haysville and Colwich saw 18% decreases in rent. 
Regarding the overall affordability of these units, extra consideration could be used to analyze the supply mix of 
the available dwellings. The nominal value for the statewide Median Rent % Change was $111.  DRAFT
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Homeownership affordability 

The Housing Affordability Index demonstrates how easily a person with the median income for an area can 
purchase a mortgage. Per the National Association of Realtors, a “Value of 100 means that a family with the 
median income has exactly enough income to qualify for a mortgage on a median-priced home. An index above 
100 signifies that family earning the median income has more than enough income to qualify for a mortgage loan 
on a median-priced home, assuming a 20 percent down payment. This index is calculated for fixed mortgages.”

The median value of households grew in every WAMPO community from 2017 to 2021. Kansas saw the median 
home price increase by 18% on a statewide basis during this period, which was less than the national growth of 
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27%. The nominal value of median homes in the state of Kansas was $139,200 in 2017, which increased to 
$164,800.  
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Relative to the statewide Median Household Value Growth, only 7 of the WAMPO municipalities saw an increase 
at a rate above the average. Viola saw the highest percentage of growth, while Cheney saw the highest rate of 
decline. Overall, the growth rate statewide from 2017-2021 was 18%, while the national growth over the same 
time period was 27%. The only two communities with a growth rate higher than the national average were Colwich 
(39%) and Viola (57%).  
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Housing stock characteristics 
The mix of housing by unit is diverse in the WAMPO region, depending upon the municipality. The differences are 
more apparent when comparing the 2021 mixes of Maize, Garden Plain, and Wichita. Garden Plain was 
primarily comprised of 1-unit detached homes, which accounted for 97% of housing units, with no supply of 
complexes that contained more than four units. Meanwhile, Wichita and Maize had mixes of housing complexes 
with varying sizes. Maize had the smallest portion of 1-unit detached dwellings, with this segment only comprising 
48% of the market. The category with the most units throughout the WAMPO region overall was 1-unit detached 
dwellings.

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Tenancy status is a component of housing stock affected by housing affordability. Of the housing that was occupied 
in 2021, 39% was occupied by renters while owners occupied 61%. The nominal value of unoccupied housing units 
was 20,432 units compared to the 214,080 units in the market. Of the total housing supply, 55% was occupied by 
homeowners, while renters occupied 35%.  
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Completion of facilities is an important consideration when evaluating the overall quality of housing stock. Maize 
and Colwich had a larger-than-average portion of houses without phone service. Meanwhile, Mulvane has the 
highest percentage of homes with incomplete kitchens. No community had more than 1% of its houses with 
unfinished plumbing for occupied units.  
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Construction year is important when evaluating housing stock, as it can be an indicator of supply churn as houses 
grow in age. Communities like Andale, Bentley, Mount Hope, and Sedgwick contain an older supply stock, as over 
40% of the housing units in the market were constructed before 1959. Meanwhile, Andover, Goddard, and Maize 
have a newer housing stock, with over 50% of their housing supply being constructed in 2000 or later.

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Alignment of housing supply and demand  
Including both rented and owner-occupied units, most of the municipalities in the WAMPO area have seen increases 
in their housing supply along with increases in their rates of occupancy. For example, Garden Plain saw an increase 
in housing supply from 2017 -2021 of 11.2% while seeing an increase in occupancy of 1.4%. Simultaneously, 
Maize maintained a consistent occupancy rate despite increasing its housing unit supply by 61.5%. Conversely, Bel 
Aire's rate of occupancy increased by 4.6% despite a decrease of 7.0% in its housing supply.

Analyzing both rental and homeowner vacancies can add context to housing trends, as it can demonstrate where 
dwelling mix may not necessarily reflect household demand. Goddard and Haysville had the highest overall 
vacancy rates for rental properties in 2021.

On the supply side, housing units have increased by 3.1% in the WAMPO region from 207,592 (2017) to 
214,080 (2021). The city of Wichita accounted for most of this increase, with 3,927 new housing units (over 61% 
of the new supply). Bel Aire had the most significant decrease over this time period, losing 210 housing units (7% 
of its 2017 supply). However, Bel Aire only increased its occupancy by 4.6%, which approximates the supply and 
demand more closely.

Transportation Impact 
Housing affordability can have a significant impact on transportation needs and city planning and development. 
When housing is not affordable, people may be forced to live far away from their place of work or other 
necessary amenities, which can result in longer commute times and increased transportation costs.
